« Partnering with the Wildlands Conservancy, a local non-governmental organization
dedicated to conservation and environmental education in Pennsylvania.

» Consuming 2 million tires per year, which diverts those tires away from Pennsylvania
landfills, while providing the plant with 30% of its fuel
